5. Treat others the same way I would like to be treated myself.

6. Regard it as ah honhour and privilege to be representing my sChool team.

7. Take pride ih my performance and that of my SChool.

8. Ehcourage others to do well and be the best they Can be.

9. AcCCept Victory modestly ahd aCCept defeat gracCiously.

10.Shake hanhds with your oppohent at the end of each fixture [/ event /
competition.

11. Thank the referee, OffiCial Or judge for their efforts.

12. Enjoy it.



Parents ¢ SpeCtators

Parents & SpeCtators have a great influence on Children’s enjoyment and
success in sport. All Children play Sport beCause first and foremost they
[ove to do it —it’s fun! Jt is important to remember that however good a
Child becomes at the sport, parents ¢ speCtators should continue to
encourage them in a positive and an age-appropriate way.

AS a parent Or SpeCtator at g fixture / event [/ Competition, You must:

1. (Jnderstand attendance at a fixture / event /[ Competition is a
privilege.

2. Remember that Children partiCipate t0 have fun and that the fixture
[ event [ competition is for their learhing and progression purposes.

3. Not forcCe my Child to partiCipate in Sports.

4. Inform the coach Of anhy physical injury, disability or ailment that may
affect the safety of my Child or the safety of others.

5. Be a positive role model for my Child and encourage sportsmanship by
showing respecCt and courtesy, and by demonstrating positive support
for all players, Coaches, OffiCials ahd speCtators at every fixture /
event [ Competition.

6. Not engage in any Kind of unsportsmanlike conduct with any official,
coach, player, or parent, such as booing and taunting, refusing to
shake hands, or using profane lahguage or gestures.

7. TeacCh my child to play by the rules ahd to resolve ConfliCts without
resorting to hostility Oor violence.

8. Teach my child that doihg one's best is more important thah winning,
$O that my Child will hever feel defeated by the outCome Of a game Or
his/her performance.

9. Refrain from coaching my child or other players during games and
practices.

10.Respect the OffiCials and their authority and hever question, disCuss,
Or Confront Ccoaches and referees at the fixture / event /
competition.

11. AcCcCept victory modestly and defeat gracefully — remember that our
team / scChool will be judged by your actions.

12. RespecCt other speCtators, Coaches, teachers and partiCipants.

13. DO hot interfere With instructions given by the coach / teacher in
Charge of the team.



Teachers, Staff & Coaches

Adults in charge of teams directly affect the behaviour of children
under their supervision. They should pay due Care to their conduct
and be aware that their every-day decisions ahd actions have ethical
implications.

AS a3 teacher, member Of staff Or COaCh at a fixture [ event /
competition T will:

1. Promote the emotional and physiCal well-being of the Children
ahead of any personal desire for any child or team to win.

2. Respect the offiCials and their quthority during fixtures / events /
competitions and will never question, disCuss, Or Confront them at
the fixture / event [ competition. If T have a problem T will speak to
the event organiser.

3. Display good sportsmanship at all times.

¢.Display high standards of behaviour and appearance.

5. Be a good role model| for those ih my Care.

6. Be responsible for my actions.

7. Guide and encourage children to accept responsibility for their
own behaviour and performance.
